How to Secure March for Babies Pin-Up Campaigns Within Your 

Community 

 Compile a list of all the local businesses you frequent. Use the “Where 

to find 40 Teams” as a reference 

 Perfect your pitch. The more you can share about why you chose to 

participate in the March for Babies the more likely you’ll get a “YES” 

from your local businesses to support you in your fundraising efforts 

 Take your pitch to the streets. Ask your local business if they would be 

willing to support your March for Babies efforts by participating in a

 Set up a table during high-traffic hours to provide support to that local 

businesses Pin-Up efforts & help increase their donations 

 Donors can either write their own name or honor a friend or loved one  

 Have the business hang the March for Babies completed Pin-Up cards 

on a prominent wall so all their customers can see that they are 

supporting the community by raising funds and awareness for the 

March for Babies
