Resuscitation
attempts were made for twenty-two minutes before her
heart started to beat.  After a complex and challenging
medical journey, she defied expectations and left the

healthcare team, and March of Dimes.

WHY SUPPORT MARCH OF DIMES? 

  When you support the March of Dimes, you’re joining a movement to improve health outcomes for
moms and babies because our country is facing a maternal and infant health crisis. 
  The U.S. remains among the most dangerous developed nations for childbirth, especially for women
and babies of color, with South Carolina having some of the worst outcomes in the nation. 
  In the United States, one woman dies every 12 hours from pregnancy and childbirth complications, two
babies die every hour, and 1 in 10 babies is born too soon.  
  In South Carolina, the situation is dire. 1 in 9 babies is born too soon, and 415 babies will die before their
first birthday.  Our maternal mortality rate is higher than the US average, with approximately 33 women
out of every 100,000 dying  each year.  In addition, 17.2% of women in South Carolina do not have access
to the appropriate healthcare, leading many to have to travel up to 2 hours to receive basic care. These
rates are significantly higher for families of color. 
  This is a crisis, but the March of Dimes is working hard to improve outcomes for families.

Research on recurrent pregnancy loss and prevention
Development of a biomarker to predict prematurity early
Continuing our community engagement with caring on our NICU families in many ways
